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1.  Q #4 - does not need a goal.  This information sets the stage and the 	‘yes’s’ are used to calculate Q #5. and then 6 & 7.

2. Q #6 & #7 – goal or no goal – depends on if you invited anyone under Q #5.  If you did and they came then Q #6 asks if they failed to do what they promised at the IEP meeting.  If they did fail to do what they promised then #6 is a ‘yes’ and you go on to Q #7.  Q#7 is asking if the school then reconvened the IEP team ASAP to identify alternative strategies – yes or no.

3. Q #21 - the biggie (I-13) – I would have a goal for this question.  Keep in mind that the % for this one is tied directly to the responses for Q’s 5,13,14,15,16 & 20.  The thing about I-13 is that it is a compliance indicator.  That means when the state monitors and if they find any IEP file out of compliance with I-13 the district must take steps to immediately get the file into compliance.  That is why the “I-13 Status Report” listing all of the IEP’s and exactly what is wrong with them by I-13 item is so valuable to you and your district.  If you know exactly what is wrong with any given file by I-13 item you should be able to get it fixed by the next IEP meeting.

4. #23-26 are SOP and we are not addressing these at this time.  Not true.  You will address these questions for all students who be graduating with a regular diploma or age out.  However, at this time in the school calendar most of these will not be done yet and that is OK.  Just help teachers and districts remember to do this.

5. #13c does offer an N/A option because not everyone will need a MPG for Independent Living.  There is no overall goal for 13…you must have a goal for each item 13 a,b,c

6. Q’s 16a, 16b, 16c, 16d, 16e, 16f offer an N/A option because we do not have to have something under each area.  You have to consider each area but you do not necessarily have to have something written in each.  I would try to get districts to specify a goal for each area.  I would hope that for those students that need strategies addressed in any area that they would be there.  I goal here is to get to 0% under NO.

7. Districts should not be penalized if the response for some of the questions where N/A I an option.  So here is what I suggest:

· For questions 16a-16f, 19, and 22 – take the percentage under N/A and add it to the percentage for “yes” to get to the percent that is reported.  For instance, Q 16a … Instruction… let’s say it is reported “yes” = 60%; “no” = 33% and “N/A” = 7%.  The ‘yes’ that is reported is the “yes = 60% + the N/A = 7%” so the total YES = 67%.  What is most important is the understanding that the “No” = 33% is saying that schools SHOULD HAVE CONSIDERED THIS AREA FOR THESE IEP’S (the 33% - No) BUT THEY DID NOT.  will the student need any involvement from an outside agency.  An N/A for 19 – “For the MPG is their evidence of coordination”…the N/A means it was too early to tell – thus I would combine the Yes with the N/A and report that total under the “yes”.  Same thing with 22 – age of majority.

8. Q #3 is asking about if the school considered the students’s needs, preferences and interests IF THEY DID NOT ATTEND THE IEP MEETING.  This data comes directly from the data out of Q 2.  If you look at the raw scores (number of response under each heading – yes, no) for Q 2 you will see that the total number of responses that fall under “NO” for Q 2 is the raw score/number used to calculate Q 3.  That is because if the student was not at the meeting under Q 2 then each of those students fall into Q 3 – if the student did not attend did the district.

9. Data for questions #5 & #11 is based on all of the YES’s” under Question 4 – will the student need involvement …if they do then data must be entered for Q 5 & 11.
